Epiphany 

Notes:  Wilkerson, landfill, fallow, (in summer-fill).  One parcel, (“Island”). Fill whith water allowing free flow of fresh water, dam preventing back flow from tide, in late winter, after no chance of flood.  To be used as a flood control if needed.  Let water stand for one year.  Repeat the same whith another parcel.
Must do much work, research and investigation, (land-fill).  These are my notes. + Electric, money/ greed
