However, along whith this, “Green” is the new “in” thing, (vogue), a “marking” tool! (The only “green” that they care about is the colour of MONEY!)
Let us look at some of common household items.  BLEACH; breach is a nickname for “watered-down” hydrochloric acid.  Usually a gallon of bleach contains only 5% of acid and weighs approximately 81/3 pounds.  Now if the ration of acid was increased, to say, 20%, the container would be ¼ less in size, thus reducing the size and weight so more quantity of the product could be shipped at a reduced cost and save some of the chemicals that make up the container.
